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Feline Vaccine Protocol

The vaccines that your pet receives will be tailored to their individual needs and the vaccines that have already been administered.  Most kittens will be started on the following schedule:

8 weeks – Feline Distemper vaccine #1, fecal sample check, Feline Leukemia/AIDS/Heartworm blood test, and deworm with Drontal. Start Revolution if weight is appropriate.

10 weeks – Feline Leukemia vaccine #1 (if indicated for outdoor cat) and deworm with Panacur.

12 weeks – Feline Distemper vaccine #2 and deworm with Drontal. Next dose of Revolution.

14 weeks – Feline Leukemia vaccine #2 (if indicated) and Rabies vaccine (1 year). Deworm with Panacur.

16 weeks – Feline Distemper vaccine #3. Deworm with Drontal. Fecal sample check.  Dispense 6 month supply of Revolution.

6-8 months – Schedule ovariohysterectomy surgery if female, neutering surgery for males if not done prior to obtaining pet.  Recheck Feline Leukemia/AIDs/Heartworm blood test.

14-18 months – Feline Distemper vaccine (3 year), Rabies vaccine (3 year), Feline Leukemia vaccine (1 year), Feline Leukemia/AIDS/HW blood test, and fecal sample check. (The Leukemia vaccine and blood test is required for cats that go outside, no matter how frequent.)
The Revolution should be continued year round.
